The 
Conference started with the annual PNGAS Golf Tournament on Thursday, 22 April. Tournament chairman Joe

Saturday morning 
resumed with the conferencebreakouts, featuring more outstanding guest speakers and workshop breakouts. 
During the afternoon, we had the breakout sessions of NGAPA and PNGEA with the election of new officers. MAJ 
Charles Kim was elected as the new chair of PNGAS and President of NGAPA. TSgt Joel Mutschler was elected 
as President of PNGEA. He will serve as vice-chair of PNGAS for this next year. 
 

The evening featured the social: ñPNGAS Sports Bar and Grill.ò Great food, drink, and socializing was 
shared by all. What a huge success.  The feedback was completely positive with compliments coming from 
PNGAS, conference sponsors, exhibitors, and family members. We also had the pleasure of watching the 
Pittsburgh Penguins come from behind 
to win a playoff victory on a huge screen TV.   
 

Sunday morning resumed with more workshop breakouts and guest speakers. Following the breakouts, 
workshop attendees came back together for a closing session. General Wright recognized those who worked so 
hard to make the conference a BIG success. 
During the evenings of the conference, members of the Pittsburgh Air National Guard manned a beautiful 
hospitality room overlooking the river and the city skyline.   
 

The 27th Annual Conference, which will again be combined with the Pennsylvania National Guard Senior

As you know, there was a motion made during the last national conference to increase the national dues from $9/year 

to$15/year,which would subsequently raise the state dues. The motion was defeated. Why? 
 

The argument was made that increasing our annual dues for this association would be hardship on our junior 

enlisted. As a junior NCO (E-6) and a member of my state associationôs executive board, I don't feel this 
argument holds water. We are the most inexpensive professional military association out there. Further, when I 

talk with other soldiers/airmen of all ranks in my state they wonder WHY we are so inexpensive. Do you find that 
true in your state?  

 

Additionally, the argument was made that the EANGUS Executive Council is not transparent as far as accounting 
for the EANGUS expenses. The association has been audited and we have a CPA on staff...not to mention fiscally 

minded leaders. As such, if any member would want to see a financial statement they can ask for it from the 
national office and get a copy. Also, an attempt was made to put a figure on how much it costs to provide 

services per member. Frankly, it was a good estimate. Don't you agree? My point is this; we need to increase our 
national dues so that we continue to have a vibrant National association. Don't you agree? I'm all for stateôs 

rights, however, we also need to ensure that we are meeting the needs of ALL the state associations through a 

strong national association.  
 

Over the past year, financial concerns have caused EANGUS to cut back on member services to survive. Some 
cutbacks probably would have been necessary even with a dues increase, but not to this extreme. Further, I 

know that the Executive Council is looking at other possible revenue streams and innovated ways to increase 

what we have presently.  
I respectfully encourage you to support the motion of raising our national dues at our next national conference in 

August. If you disagree, I ask that we debate this issue prior to the conference to see if we can come to a 
consensus.

Attached you will find 6 proposed bylaws amendments along with the May 2010 Bylaws Committee 

Report. As stated in the EANGUS Bylaws "The Committee on Bylaws consists of a Chairman and that 

number of members of the ASSOCIATION appointed by the President to serve at the President's 

pleasure". This year the EANGUS President has appointed 1 Chairman (MSG Brad Howell) 1 co-

chairman (CMSgt Dan Siekawitch) and 1 individual from each state/district/territory/T-10 charter either 

army or air as designated by the State President. These individuals will be the only ones allowed to vote. 

There will be a Sergeant at Arms to control access the committee member area. 

The Sergeant at Arms will ensure that only 1 designated representative from each charter is in the voting 

area during the committee meeting. 

The committee meeting will be open to all attendees and time may be allocated for non-voting attendees 

to address the committee but will be limited based on the consensus and consent of the committee. It is 

strongly recommended that the committee member designated by each charter remain the same through 

all Bylaws Committee meetings in order to facilitate continuity throughout the bylaws process.

If you opt for other shirt styles, it 
should always have a collar and sleeves. Clothing should always be clean and wrinkle-free. 
Shoes should be polished. Avoid athletic shoes. While business casual is designed to make 
you more comfortable, you should always convey a professional and poised appearance. 

Proper Business Casual for Women 
Women can benefit from mixing classic business attire with less-formal pieces. For example, a 
blouse with a relaxed pair of pants. Use minimal accessories that coordinate with your outfit. 
Dresses are also a nice choice but be sure that the hemline remains at a professional length.
